The Council resolved to comment an objection on the grounds of:
Failure to follow the Rushcliffe Design Code (2025): The applicant has not
submitted the mandatory Compliance Checklist. Without this, they have failed
to prove that the sign meets the new 2025 standards for high-quality
shopfronts.

Inappropriate Materials (Aluminium): The use of industrial aluminium is
contrary to Policy 12 of the Radcliffe on Trent Neighbourhood Plan. While the
building is modern, we must move toward higher-quality materials that protect
our "village feel" rather than repeating past design mistakes with utilitarian
metallic finishes.

Harm to Local Amenity (NPPF Para 136): Under the National Planning Policy
Framework, signage must respect local "amenity." This aluminium signage is
visually dominant and industrial in nature, which harms the character of the
streetscene and fails to "preserve or enhance" the village centre.

Neglect of Local Character: The proposal ignores the requirement in the
Rushcliffe Design Code for signage to be proportionate and sympathetic. We
request a move away from "standardised" corporate aluminium toward
bespoke finishes that suit Radcliffe’s unique identity.
