The Council resolved unanimously to comment on these applications as one and
object to the application on the grounds of:

the "salami slicing" of these applications masks a significant and unmitigated
negative impact on our village.

The developer’s attempts to reduce infrastructure costs (the footbridge) and
increase housing density will directly degrade the quality of life in Radcliffe on Trent.
My objection is based on the following:

1. The Radcliffe "Rat-Run" & HGV Loophole

The proposed HGV access strategy is fundamentally flawed and fails the NPPF
Paragraph 111 test (Highways Safety).

* Turning Loophole: While a "No Left Turn" is proposed for HGVs exiting toward
Radcliffe, there is no physical restriction preventing HGVs from entering the site via
Shelford Road.

* Impact on Radcliffe: HGVs seeking to avoid the A46/A52 junction—which is already
at breaking point—will use Radcliffe as a primary "rat-run." Our village roads,
specifically the Kirk Hill/East Bridgford Road junction, are not designed for this
volume of heavy traffic. This poses a direct risk to the safety of pedestrians and the
structural integrity of our local road network.

* Rectification: We request a ANPR-enforced HGV routing as a binding condition.
Signs are insufficient; only camera enforcement can protect Radcliffe from
unauthorised heavy traffic.

2. Siting of Amenities & Public Health

The relocation of community amenities to the periphery of the Newton site is a
failure of design and public health.

* Pollution Traps: By placing play areas and amenities adjacent to the HGV access
route, children are being exposed to concentrated diesel particulates (NOx and
PM2.5).

* Lack of Surveillance: Moving these facilities away from the "heart" of the village
removes "natural surveillance" (being overlooked by homes), increasing the risk of
anti-social behavior and reducing the safety of the space for families.

3. Ecology, Fencing & Chemical Management

- Wildlife Barriers: The proposed boundary fencing acts as a "hard barrier," preventing
the free movement of nature. We request a condition that all fencing includes
"Hedgehog Highways" to maintain habitat connectivity.

* Herbicide Risks: Relying on herbicides like glyphosate near playgrounds and the
Community Orchard (which we otherwise welcome) is unacceptable. In line with the
Precautionary Principle, these zones must be maintained using mechanical or
organic methods to protect children and local biodiversity.

4. Pressure on Radcliffe Services (The Bridge Removal)

The proposal to remove the A46 footbridge (Application 4) and replace it with
"indirect" surface routes is a direct attack on the sustainability of the region.

* Infrastructure Strain: By making the walk/cycle to Bingham indirect and
unappealing (detouring via dangerous roundabouts), the developer is effectively
forcing Newton residents into cars.

« Service Overload: These residents will naturally look to Radcliffe on Trent for their
GP services, schools, and shopping as an alternative to the difficult journey to
Bingham. Our village infrastructure is already at capacity; we cannot absorb the
"overflow" caused by a developer’s refusal to build the promised active travel links.

* Education Impact: Without the bridge, the route to Toot Hill School becomes
unviable for walking/cycling. This will increase the "school run” traffic through
Radcliffe and Bingham, further clogging the A52.

Proposed Rectification & Conditions

Radcliffe on Trent Parish Council requests that the following be made mandatory
conditions for any approval:

1. Retention of the Grade-Separated Crossing: The footbridge (or a suitable
underpass) is non-negotiable for regional "Active Travel" compliance.

2. Radcliffe HGV Protection: Developer-funded ANPR cameras to enforce the "No
HGV" routing through Radcliffe and Shelford.

3. Centralized Community Hub: Amenities must be returned to a central, overlooked
location away from the HGV corridor.

4. Chemical-Free Maintenance: A binding management plan prohibiting glyphosate
use near family-centric zones.
